We will stay here for 2 nights; this evening we will have a relaxing
group dinner together at a lovely restaurant on the Chateau grounds.

We are not
able to provide an airport shuttle for the group, as people are coming from all areas on
various days. You are welcome to come early or stay on! In the countryside, we will be
staying at a Chateau overlooking the Seine. The location was chosen for its beauty and
proximity to Giverny but also in order to give us all some space while enjoying France.
What's included in the price? Your stay in Paris will include:

o 4 nights at the darling hotel including breakfast every morning,

o Trips to the Marche Puces Antique Market and the Musée Nissim de Camondo!

What is the cost? The trip is priced at $3650.00 per person double occupancy -not
including airfare. The deposit is $1500. Single room for the trip is an additional $S1000
